Honestly, |
agree with you that | have heard on the radios about
the hardships you are going through economically.
When | went home | did not hide to tell my folk that
we needed to be careful in the use of money. Of
course | doubted if at all we would have any pledges
at this time. 1told them this because of what | had
heard on the radios.

I did not want my folk to be surprised in case.
| told them so as a person but God has His own
ways of dealing with situation. | stand to apologize
to you and to the entire Leesburg Presbytery for my
quick unreliable analysis of the situation.

You may wish to imagine how | was when Mr. F.
D. Ngoma and M.Hara came to tell me that there
was money that had been sent for the support of
Luvwere. | spent some minutes just gazing at them
as each of them was speaking, | did not know what
to say to them. They went on to tell me that two
thousand US Dollars had been received. | am
really thankful.

Please tell all our friends that | on behalf of the
Luvwere community am very thankful. With previous
funds, the community had the old school block re-
roofed. It is looking nice and honestly the place is
changing. May His Almighty God bless you all and
His Ministry you are serving! | cannot also imagine
how happy my folk will be.

The emphasis in our discussion was on the fi-
nancial discipline. (Prudence in the use of the re-
sources) | told McCloud Hara to phone Mr. Fletcher
Hara and his committee about the money we have
received. | am not exaggerating when | say that you
are all always in my prayers | wish you all good
health and God's protection.

When the US economy is not good we are

all affected badly. It does not spare the third
world countries.

It is our sincere prayer that God hears our

prayers and the economy should pick up for the
good of the globe. The US Dollar is the buying
power globally.
